	New YORKSHIRE has secured £143m from the Government's Regional Growth Fund for 24 projects aiming to create up to 16,000 jobs.

Sheffield Forgemasters was the biggest single winner with the offer of a £36m repayable loan.

The Leeds City Region Local Enterprise Partnership won £32m for a package of projects which included plans for a new valve innovation centre at Severn Unival in Huddersfield and expansion at Road Tankers Northern, in Barnsley.

Neil McLean, Chair of the Leeds City Region LEP Board said: “I am very pleased with today’s announcement, which is the outcome of hard work and collaboration between public and private sector and recognises the importance of the Leeds City Region’s contribution in rebalancing the economy.

"This allocation will help support some of the most innovative projects and programmes in the city region with the potential to generate sustainable, balanced growth for the benefit of the wider city region economy."

Medical device business Surgical Innovations secured a "not insubstantial sum of money" that will help the firm move into new markets and potentially increase its workforce by 100 staff.

The investment could also mark the first step towards the creation of an advanced medical park in the city.

East Riding and Hull City Councils were awarded £25m to help create 3,000 jobs and attract inward investment of around £280m. The project will focus on ensuring companies are in a position to take advantage of opportunities in the renewable energy sector.

The Humber Local Enterprise Partnership is developing the country's largest enterprise zone focused on attracting wind turbine manufacturers.

Coun Stephen Parnaby, leader of East Riding  Council, said: “This funding, along with the formation of the Humber Local Enterprise Partnership (LEP) and the Humber area being granted Enterprise Zone status, will allow the council to deliver a robust local economic response that will help our area through these uncertain financial times.” 

Coun Steven Bayes, portfolio holder for economic regeneration and employment in Hull, said: “With the Greenport development as the catalyst, this funding is essential to make sure the employment opportunities are for local people and businesses – we are committed to providing investors in the region with a highly skilled workforce. 

“With this funding we will be able to secure and develop a local supply for the renewables industry, establishing Hull and Humber as a world class centre for renewable energy.” 

Other major winners in the second round included the University of Sheffield Advanced Manufacturing Institute which will receive £9.2m to establish a new training centre which will be based in a new building next to the Advanced Manufacturing and Research Centre and Nuclear AMRC.

Sirius Minerals, the company behind plans to open a new potash mine in North Yorkshire, won £2.8m to develop a geosciences innovation centre while chemical firm BOC will set up a new production facility in Immingham with the help of £1.5m.

Wakefield Council was given £1.3m from the Government’s Regional Growth Fund to build a new road to improve access to Ferrybridge Power Station where the SSE Generation has secured permission to build a new generating facility.
