	New David Willetts, the Universities and Science Minister, has today announced the student support package for 2012/13 for new and continuing students, including those at alternative providers.

· Maintenance grants will be increased for existing undergraduates at the start of the 2012/13 academic year – this is the first increase in maintenance in three years.

· Maintenance grant loan levels for particular groups of undergraduates starting in 2012/13 – such as those living away from home and studying in London and those living at home while studying – and distance learning students will be entitled to tuition loans on the same basis as full-time students for the first time.

· Undergraduates at higher education providers not funded by HEFCE will be entitled to borrow up to £6,000 to cover their tuition costs, so long as their course is designated by BIS.
